The Ruby Kate Wells Memorial Fund for Needy Children was established in 2008 in honor of Ruby Kate Wells. The purpose of this fund is to provide enriching experiences, through educational trips, for children who may not otherwise be able to explore, and to have special opportunities that build background knowledge and provide enrichment to their everyday lives. 

Each fall, Title I building teachers may apply for funds for their class’s special experience. Those applying must have a beneficial experience in mind that they believe their children will benefit from and be able to pre-describe that experience. The teacher selected to receive the funds will receive notice of the award before the Christmas break. The trip must be taken in the spring with a PowerPoint photo presentation completed by early May. Each year, an award up to the amount of $1,000 will be made. The award can only be obtained one year during a three-year period.
